Any student seen 
using a cell phone on campus during the school day will have the phone confiscated, only to be returned to the parent.  Somerset Academy Ð 
Eagle Campus, its staff or administration is not responsible for lost or stolen confiscated items, as they are not allowed on campus.  This 
includes:  games, toys, Game Boys, CD/MP3 Players, electronic devises, cell phones, or any other property confiscated by the school. 

8. Satisfactory Academic Progress: Students are required to have a minimum Grade Point Average (GPA) of 2.0 to graduate from high 
school in the State of Florida. Also, this is the minimum academic requirement for participation in sports and activities.  Somerset Academy Ð 
Eagle Academy, as part of our Code of Conduct will enforce stricter rules.  The minimum benchmark for academic success at Somerset 
Academy Ð Eagle Campus is a GPA of 2.5.  Any student (Elementary, Middle or High School Student) failing to achieve this minimum 
requirement at the end of any nine week period will be placed on Academic Probation and the parents are required to attend an Academic 
Improvement Plan (AIP) conference and attend at least one remediation/study session with their child for that grading period. Parents are 
responsible for the implementation and management of all aspects of the plan.  If there is no improvement at the end of the semester, the 
AIP will be reviewed with emphasis on determining the required semester academic performance to achieve the necessary 2.5 GPA and 
what modifications should be made to the AIP.  If after the first and second AIP period the student cannot achieve the required GPA the 
parent will be required to attend four remediation/study sessions with their child in that grading period. Students are also required to maintain 
the requisite academic and conduct grades in order to maintain eligibility for participation in athletics, clubs, and/or activities.  

9. Students are assigned books for their coursework.  Students must take good care of the schoolÕs property and return the books to the school 
in the same condition as it was received.  Parents will be financially responsible for damage or loss to school property (i.e., books, windows, 
desks, etc.). 

10. Somerset Academy Ð Eagle Campus believes that parents play an integral role in their childÕs educational and social life.  For this reason, the 
school requires that a parent/guardian personally transport their child to and from school.
